	3. Assessment Evidence

The student will create and label a worksheet using the four stages of the butterfly.

	Opening Hook

The teacher will be wearing some costume antennas and wings and will ask the kids the following question:  We have been talking about different insects during the week, who am I?

	Instructional Strategies / Student Activities
Technology:  To aid students understanding of the lesson I would play a video:

Input:  After watching the video I will begin recapping information we have learned, Students will be made aware of things such as:
· The first stage of the cycle is an egg and the egg is the size of a pencil point.
· The second stage of the cycle is the caterpillar or the larva stage. This is the “laziest” stage of all since all it does is eat and sleep.  When the caterpillar hatches, it eats its shell and then leaves.
· The third stage of this cycle is the cocoon or pupa.  At first, the cocoon is green with spots but then it becomes clear.  It is at this last stage that we can begin to see the wings of the butterfly.
· The last stage of the cycle is the adult butterfly, but before it can fly it needs to spread its wings so they can get dry and strong.
· After these stages have passed we begin the process all over again.
While explaining the lesson I will be referring to an information board with drawings about the butterfly’s life cycle as well as using some manipulatives about the life cycle stages that will be passing around the room.
Modeling: After explaining the butterfly’s life cycle using the different techniques explained above, the teacher will model how to complete a flipbook which will serve as their guided practice.
Guided Practice: The teacher will distribute the materials in order for the students to complete their flipbooks by identifying and labeling the different stages in order. As students are completing this task, the teacher will walk around the room monitoring and assessing their work.
CFU: The teacher will be checking for understanding continuously throughout the lesson by asking questions and asking the students to model.
Independent Practice: For independent practice the students will complete a worksheet labeling the four stages of the butterfly’s life cycle.  Will also ask the students to think: How a butterfly’s life cycle similar to us?  

	Materials / Resources: As resources the teacher will use:  
· Butterfly life cycle drawing board
· Butterfly life cycle manipulatives
· Worksheet
· Construction Paper
· Glue
· Zip Lock bags (one per table)
· Life cycle drawings and labels

	Grouping Patterns:   Students will be grouped by tables with up to four students.

	Ending, Summary / Reflection:  Upon completion of the hands-on activity, the teacher will ask one or two students to share their work of the butterfly life cycle flipbook.  Then the teacher will close the lesson with the poem Birth of a Butterfly by Melsh Goldish which will act as a form of reinforcement to students.  The teacher will read the poem out loud and ask the students to try a second time together.
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
